AN ACT maki ng appropriations for the support of government
EDUCATI ON, LABOR AND FAM LY ASSI STANCE BUDGET

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as follows:

Section 1. a) The several amounts specified in this chapter for state
operations and for aid to localities, or so much thereof as shall be
sufficient to acconplish the purposes designated by the appropriations,
are hereby appropriated and authorized to be paid as hereinafter
provided, to the respective public officers and for the several purposes
speci fi ed.

b) \Where applicable, appropriations made by this chapter for expendi -
tures fromfederal grants for state operations and for aid to localities
may be allocated for spending fromfederal grants for any grant period
begi nning during, or prior to, the state fiscal year beginning on Apri
1, 2000.

c) The several anpounts specified in this chapter for capital projects,
or so much thereof as shall be necessary to acconplish the purpose of
the appropriations, are appropriated by conmprehensive construction
progranms (hereinafter referred to by the abbreviation CCP), purposes,
and projects designated by the appropriations, and authorized to be nmade
available as hereinafter provided to the respective public officers;
such appropriations shall be deened to provide all costs necessary and
pertinent to acconplish the intent of the appropriations and are appro-
priated in accordance with the provisions of section 93 of the state
finance |aw and the provisions of section 7 of part F of chapter 405 of
the laws of 1999.

d) Any anpunts specified in this chapter for advances for capita
projects, or so much thereof as shall be necessary to acconplish the
purpose of the appropriations, are appropriated by conpr ehensi ve
construction progranms (hereinafter referred to by the abbreviati on CCP),
purposes and projects designated by the appropriations as advances from
the capital projects fund in accordance with the provisions of sections
40-a and 93 of the state finance |law, and are authorized to be paid as
herei nafter provided as an advance for a share, part or whole of the
cost for such prograns, purposes and projects hereinafter specified.
